concerns about traffic and parking
in Windmill Road. They focused
particularly on the dangerous bend
near The Ride. The Council has
agreed to consult local residents on
proposals to paint single yellow lines
on the road and around corners in
this area to restrict parking to make
this stretch of the road safer. The
aim is to reduce obstructions that
cause hold-ups and congestion,
especially for buses.
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New flats behind

A fourth application has now been
submitted to build flats on a small
area of land behind Pickering
House in Windmill Road. Earlier
applications — the first, in 2007, for
12 flats in two three-story blocks —
were rejected on several grounds
including lack of car parking space,
overlooking neighbouring houses
and overdevelopment. The latest
application is for one three-storey
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Pickering House

block of six flats. At the time of
writing the application is out for
consultation. You can find out more

Lampposts update

The installation of refurbished
cast iron lampposts in those EFRA
streets which currently possess
Edwardian lampposts is expected
to be completed during the
summer. White circular marks are
now appearing on the pavements in
some roads to show the location of
the refurbished lampposts.

The replacement lampposts will
be taller and have a brighter light
than the current ones. As many
of the EFRA streets have shallow
front gardens, we have asked that
the new light fittings include a mask
on the house side to minimise the
amount of stray light entering first-
floor bedrooms.

Examples of the refurbished
lampposts with their masks, in their
original Ealing colours of green
and cream, can be seen in Green
Avenue and Gloucester Road.

Northfield Ward Forum

There have now been three meetings
of the new Northfield Ward Forum,
all of them very well attended by

local residents, as well as councillors,
council officers and members of
the ward safer neighbourhoods
police team. At the last one, held on
2 April at Northfields Community
Centre, topics discussed included
Gunnersbury Park, Blondin Park
allotments, Bramley Road
Open Space, local crime, lampposts,
paving over front gardens, dropped
kerbs and several others.
